Thank you for your interest in the role of the NEL Endoscopy Network Clinical Lead and please see enclosed for the job description and application form for the role. 

The NEL Endoscopy Network meets monthly with several additional supporting meetings held fortnightly or monthly. The role of the endoscopy network is to bring together Trusts across ICB footprints to maximise use of existing capacity, improve access to specialist opinion and make efficiencies and economies of scale – particularly in relation workforce and IT and Digital improvements. The networks work priorities are determined by the expectations set out in the NHSE national and regional guidance and several local priorities defined by Trusts and the NEL local population health needs. To support and progress this work, we are seeking to recruit one clinical lead to support the endoscopy network until 31st March 2026.
The NEL Endoscopy Lead will work as part of a team in delivering national, regional and local core objectives and will be responsible for leading several groups in addition to setting and delivering a defined programme of work for Endoscopy. The clinical lead will be required to support partnership working and collaboration with senior leaders across NEL working with several partnering organisations.

An introduction to the NEL Diagnostics Programme 

NHS NEL’s diagnostics programme sits within the NEL acute provider collaborative (APC)) department and works in partnership with the NEL hospital Trusts and system leads. Its objective is to support partners across the North East London Health and Care Partnership to plan, design, and deliver the diagnostic services necessary to drive meaningful improvements in health, wellbeing, and equity for all North east London’s residents. It will also measure, and support teams to improve. 

The programmes work covers three overarching functions:

· Delivery of Community Diagnostic Centres (CDCs): Two new CDCs are currently being developed at both Mile End Hospital and Barking Community Hospital. The CDC located at Barking Community Hospital is in a modular building and now live.  The CDC at Mile End Hospital will be opening in the refurbished Thames Ward of the hospital in July 2025. The spoke St Georges CDC in Havering is now live. The CDCs will act as one stop shops for scans and tests for a range of conditions and will enable patients to access diagnostic services closer to home, rather than on a larger hospital site. Tests available at the CDCs will include, X-rays, CT scans, MRI scans and Ultrasound. In terms of future CDC sites, pending approval from NHSE to develop our fourth CDC site within City and Hackney. 

· Management of the NEL diagnostic networks: Working collaboratively across NEL and with system and Trust leads to develop diagnostic networks for imaging, endoscopy, and physiological measurement. The imaging and endoscopy networks are already established and currently meet monthly. The networks are focused on working on several local NEL priorities and meeting several expectations set out by NHSE. The physiological measurement network is currently being set up. 

· Diagnostics performance and recovery: Responsible for the diagnostics performance across NEL and working in collaboration to identify issues, develop solutions and implement service improvements when necessary. 

Vision and Values for NEL Endoscopy Network 

The vision of the NEL Endoscopy Network is to be a high performing and collaborative group across the ICB, focusing on providing high quality endoscopy services that are equitable, integrated, patient centred and addresses the needs of our local population across northeast London.

· To attend London Endoscopy Workforce and training academy providing support as required.
· To align this with the workplans of the London Endoscopy CLG, providing support and ensuring consistent delivery across NEL.

· To provide clinical leadership and build relationships across organisations in NEL, helping to create a single vision for Endoscopy services in the seven boroughs that seek to deliver a consistently excellent service to those from NEL for an Endoscopy procedure, within available resources.
